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Dot Sutton reports that the Margaret I. Weaver Fund’s value as of May 31, 208
was $116,398.72. This included income of $102.90 and an increase in value of
$259.63.

SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT by Kate Conard, Chair

This year is a bit unusual as we had been giving two $2,500.00 scholarships in
Memory of Margaret I. Weaver to Harrisburg High School girls. Somehow we had no
eligible applicants. The committee decided to award that money to applicants for the
Charlotte Shuey Scholarship. We were able to award $1,000.00 each to five women
attending at the Wildwood Campus of Harrisburg Area Community College.

Hershey Trust was able to give us $5,000.00 from the Charlotte Shuey Memorial
Fund. In turn we awarded $1000.00 each to five HACC women. Three attend at the
Lancaster Campus, one at the Lebanon Campus and one at the Wildwood campus.

Finally, we were able to award $5,000.00 from our endowment fund at HACC.
These recipients all attend the Wildwood Campus. We awarded $2,000.00 to two
women and $1,000.00 to one.

Our total scholarship money awarded was $15,000.00. There is the possibility
that we will have money from the Charlotte Shuey Memorial Fund to award for the
spring term next fall.
